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By 1911 Lincoln Beachey was famous throughout the U.S. as an aviator, flying over Niagara Falls and then, less than a month later breaking the world's record for altitude at the great Chicago International Aviation Meet. He commanded a significant fee for his exhibitions of flight. His successes and escapes from what seemed to be certain death continued into 1915, as did his fame and status as one the most accomplished aviators in the U.S. 

Frank Marrero, author of the book, “Lincoln Beachey, The Man Who Owned the Sky”, will be the guest speaker talking about “the most famous man you have never heard of”. Frank spent parts of three decades unearthing information about his childhood hero, the most intrepid pilot in American history.
